Unrealized gains that 
occurred within the 

retirement plan will be 
taxable as LTCG (regardless 
of the holding period) when 
the employer stock is sold, 
but not subject to the 3.8% 

Medicare surtax (NIIT).

Subsequent gains incurred 
beyond the date of the 

distribution will be taxed 
as STCG or LTCG based on 

the holding period from 
the distribution date until 

the time of sale.

The cost basis of the 
shares is subject to 

ordinary income tax and 
possibly a 10% penalty 

upon distribution from the 
retirement plan.

In addition, you may be 
subject to the 3.8% 

Medicare surtax (NIIT).
